Set forth any additional information that demonstrates the quality of your legal work as
an attorney. My private practice of the Law was concentrated in the areas of
Criminal Defense and Faily Law at the Trial and Appellate kevels, It has been my
privilege to practice not only in St, Louis City and County but alse in several Cir cuit
and Associate Circuit Courts throughout the Eastern Distvict of Missouri. Several
of my cases have been adjudicated both formally and informally in the Juvenile
Court in Saint Charles County, Saint Louis County and the City of Saint Louis.
Several cases have been concluded before Agencies and Administrative Law Judges
in and around the state. It has been my honor also to practice in the Federal System
at both the District Court and Appellate levels, and I was previously admitted to the
Bar of the Supreme Court of the United States,

While those matters concluded by trial during the last five years of my
private practice are listed above, this does not include the several matters in both
the Criminal, and Family Law areas which during the last five years of my private




practice as well as prior to that time, were fully prepared for trial but were
concluded by a plea of guilty or other settlement. Of course such preparation
inchides the taking of many depositions and the conduct of evidentiary and other
pre-trial hearings. Of the approximately fifteen cases that X have tried to conclusion
before a jury, in my career, each and all of them were concluded with an acquittal
or & verdict of guilty to a lesser offense than the one charged. One, civil case
resulted in a verdict for the Plaintiff (against my client.). It would be difficult to
" count accurately, the number of Administrative Hearings concerning Missourd
Driving Privileges that I have tried before an associate circuit judge, or a
commissioner—many. Further it would be very difficult to caleulate with precision
the number of misdemeanor and felony criminal cases which were concluded
without any charges being filed or in the alternative by the dismissal of the action or
disposition by negotiated plea. Without question the most complex litigation fhat 1
handled in private practice concerned those cases in which the state sought capital
punishment. These cases required the ability to handle multiple actions in different
courts simulfaneously and to fully coordinate their interaction to the client’s benefit.
One such case extended for nine years. In conclusion I ean say without reservation
that I have had great opportunities in my private practice of law and I have enjoyed
the privilege of practicing law. :

During the past six years, I have been fortunate fo serve as an
Associate Cireuit Court Judge in Saint Louis County. For the first nine months of
that term I handled a Civil and Equity docket. In that assignment, I presided over
six trials before a Jury and ninety-two trials to the Court. Thereaftey, I was
assigned fo the associate criminal docket that averaged 480 cases. The Criminal
docket includes daily confined and call dockets, hond hearings, bond forfeiture
hearings and Probation Revocation Hearings and Preliminary Hearings concerning
all criminal offenses—as well as Jury and Court tried cases concerning
misdemeanors, traffic misdemeanors and infractions. In addition, I have been
responsible for the municipal certification docket which averages 360 active cases.
In that assignment I presided over six jury trials and twenty three trials before the
court in the two year assigmment, By assignmnent of the Cirenit Court, Presiding
Judge, I also handled felony pleas.

Following my assignment to the Criminal Division I was assigned to
the Family Court between 2011 and 2012, During that two year term we disposed
ofheard or determined 4,500 total matfers, and disposed of more than 65 matiers
by trial (excluding trials regarding Orders of Protection), My most recent
assignment is again in the civil division and is as stated above. Of fthe matters
concluded by trial during my six years on the bench in all assignments several have
been appealed. Thus far, all judgments but one have been affirmed, (some are
- currently pending on appeal and are therefore undetermined.). The single matter,
thus far, that has been reversed, was initially afficmed by the Eastern District Court
of Appeals but reversed by the Missouri Supreme Court. That matter is currently
pending in the Eastern District Court of Appeals for the second time. One other
matter was affirmed but remanded for determination of attorney’s fees.
