5. Your references must mail or deliver the original and two copies of the letter of reference to the Commission Chair and mail or deliver one copy of the letter of reference to the other Commission members.  All reference letters must be received by 4:30 pm on Friday, October 14, 2011, to be considered by the Commission. 
6. The Commission will interview applicants on November 15, 2011, at the Clay County Circuit Court, 11 S. Water, Liberty, Missouri 64068.  The interviews will be open to the public; however, applicants should not attend the interviews of other applicants.
