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J&J Industrial Supply appeals the trial court’s judgments in favor of the Department of 
Social Services Family Support Division after J&J failed to comply with income withholding 
orders.   
 
AFFIRMED. 
 
DIVISION ONE HOLDS: (1) The trial court did not err in denying J&J’s motion to join the 
child support obligor-employee as a necessary party.  Section 454.505 unambiguously imposes 
liability directly on employers for failure to comply with the Division’s withholding orders.  It 
does not contemplate obligor-employees as co-defendants because their underlying child support 
obligation is not at issue. The only inquiry is whether the employer complied with the Division’s 
orders.  (2) The trial court’s finding that J&J failed to comply with the Division’s orders is 
supported by substantial evidence and is not against the weight of the evidence.  The Division 
adduced records establishing that J&J failed to withhold and pay the ordered amounts. J&J’s 
attempt to attack the Division’s processes and the obligor’s underlying arrears was irrelevant and 
did not rebut that fact.
