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Appellant Eric Myles (“Myles”) appeals from the judgment entered by the trial court
following a jury verdict finding Myles guilty of one count of first-degree assault (Count 1), one
count of first-degree robbery (Count I11), and two counts of armed criminal action (Counts Il and
IV). In his first two points on appeal, Myles contends that the trial court committed plain error
by submitting Jury Instruction No. 6, the State’s verdict director for Count 1, to the jury; and by
submitting Jury Instruction No. 8, the State’s verdict director for Count Ill, to the jury. In the
remaining points on appeal, Myles challenges the sufficiency of the evidence supporting his
convictions as to Counts I-1V, asserting that the trial court erred in accepting the jury’s guilty
verdicts.

AFFIRMED.

DIVISION FOUR HOLDS: Because the trial court did not plainly err in submitting Jury
Instructions Nos. 6 and 8 to the jury, and because sufficient evidence was presented at trial from
which a reasonable juror could have found the essential elements of each of the charged crimes
in Counts I-1V beyond a reasonable doubt, we affirm the judgment of the trial court.
