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Plaintiff, Greg Meyerkord (“Meyerkord”), appeals from the judgment dismissing 

Meyerkord’s action for false light invasion of privacy against defendant, The Zipatoni Co. 
(“Zipatoni”).  Meyerkord contends his claim represents the “classic case” of false light invasion 
of privacy.   

 
VACATED AND REMANDED. 
 
The Court holds: The trial court did not err in granting Zipatoni’s motion to dismiss 

because Meyerkord’s petition failed to state a claim upon which relief may be granted.  
However, because we now recognize a cause of action for false light invasion of privacy, we 
vacate the trial court’s judgment and remand this case to give Meyerkord an opportunity to 
amend his petition.
