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OPINION SUMMARY 

 
The Director of Revenue appeals the trial court's judgment reinstating John P. 

Streicher's driving privileges after the Director suspended them pursuant to section 

302.505 RSMo 2000.1  The trial court found the Director's evidence failed to show that 

the police officer had probable cause to arrest Streicher for driving while intoxicated.  We 

reverse and remand with instructions. 

 
REVERSED AND REMANDED WITH INSTRUCTIONS.  

 
Division Four Holds:  The trial court erred in reinstating Streicher's license.  

Probable cause existed for Streicher's arrest for driving while intoxicated and the 
Department was authorized to revoke Streicher's driver's license.  We reverse and remand 
the cause to the trial court with instructions to enter a judgment reinstating the suspension 
of Streicher's driving privileges.
