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 Defendant, Donald Pullum, appeals from a judgment entered by the trial court after a jury 
found him guilty of statutory rape in the first degree, in violation of section 566.032 RSMo 
(2000); statutory sodomy in the first degree, in violation of section 566.062 RSMo (2000); 
attempted victim tampering, in violation of section 575.270 RSMo (2000); statutory rape in the 
second degree, in violation of section 566.034 RSMo (2000); and child molestation in the second 
degree, in violation of section 566.068 RSMo (2000).   
 
AFFIRMED IN PART; REVERSED IN PART. 
 
Division Four Holds: 
 

1. The state made a submissible case on victim tampering. 
 

2. The trial court plainly erred in accepting the verdict and entering a conviction on Count 
IV for statutory rape in the second degree.  Count IV of the substitute information 
charged statutory sodomy in the second degree, not statutory rape in the second degree.   

 
3. Defendant's claim that the state did not make a submissible case on statutory rape in the 

second degree is moot. 
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
