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Paul Wesley McCurry-Bey (Defendant) appeals from the trial court's judgment and sentence imposed after a jury found him guilty of one count of first-degree statutory rape, in violation of Section 566.032, one count of first-degree statutory sodomy, in violation of Section 566.062, and one count of incest, in violation of Section 568.020.
  After finding Defendant was a persistent offender, the trial court sentenced him to concurrent terms of twenty years for the rape conviction, twenty years for the sodomy conviction, and five years for the incest conviction.  


REVERSED AND REMANDED.  

Division Four Holds:  The trial court's judgment is reversed because the preponderance of the evidence established Defendant was not competent to stand trial, and remanded for the entry of a mistrial and an order committing Defendant to the Department of Mental Health until such time he is found to be competent.
