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The defendant, Steven Boesing, appeals the judgment entered by the Circuit Court
of the City of St. Louis following his conviction by a jury of one count of first-degree
statutory rape, in violation of section 566.032 RSMo. (1994 & 2000);" five counts of
first-degree statutory sodomy, in violation of section 566.062; five counts of first-degree
child molestation, in violation of section 566.067 RSMo. (1994); three counts of first-
degree sexual misconduct, in violation of section 566.090; two counts of victim
tampering, in violation of section 575.270.2 RSMo.; and one count of attempted first-
degree statutory rape, in violation of sections 566.032 and 564.011.

REVERSED AND REMANDED IN PART AND AFFIRMED IN PART

DIVISION THREE HOLDS: Because the attempt to commit first-degree statutory rape
constituted a class B felony, the trial court plainly erred when it imposed a sentence of
more than fifteen years” imprisonment. We reverse the trial court’s judgment with
respect to the defendant’s sentence for attempted first-degree statutory rape. We remand
the cause with instructions for the trial court to resentence the defendant in accordance
with our holding. We affirm the judgment in all other respects.
