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PER CURIAM

Mary Nottebrok (Car Owner) appeals from the trial court's judgment finding Car
Owner guilty of violating the City of Creve Coeur’s (the City) “red light violation”

ordinance. We affirm.

AFFIRMED.

Division Three Holds: The trial court did not err in denying Car Owner’s motion to
dismiss the action because (1) the City’s red light traffic ordinance did not violate Car
Owner’s constitutional right to due process; and (2) the City’s red light traffic ordinance

did not conflict with state statute.
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
