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THE E-VERIFY PROGRAM FOR EMPLOYMENT VERIFICATION 
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

ARTICLE I 

PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY 

Th is Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the points of agreement between the 
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and Geo rge Rentfrow & Assoc, Inc (Employer) 
regarding the Employer's participation in the Employment El igibility Verification Program (E­
Verify). This MOU explains certain featu res of the E-Verify program and enumerates speci fic 
responsibilities of DHS, the Social Security Administration (SSA), and the Employer. E-Verify is 
a program that electronically confirms an employee's eligibility to work in the United States after 
completion of the Employment Eligibility Verification Form (Form 1-9). For covered government 
contractors, E-Verify is used to verify the employment eligibility of all newly hired employees and 
all existing employees assigned to Federal contracts or to verify the entire workforce if the 
contractor so chooses. 

Authority for the E-Verify program is found in Title IV, Subtitle A, of the Illega l Immigration 
Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996 (IIRIRA), Pub. L. 104-208, 110 Stat. 3009, as 
amended (8 U.S.C. § 1324a note). Authority for use of the E-Verify prog ram by Federal 
contractors and subcontractors covered by the terms of Subpart 22.18, "Employment Eligibil ity 
Verification", of the Federal Acquisition Regu lation (FAR) (hereinafter referred to in this MOU as 
a "Federa l contractor wi th the FAR E-Verify clause") to ve rify the employment eligibility of 
certain employees working on Federal contracts is also found in Subpart 22.18 and in Executive 
Order 12989, as amended. 

ARTICLE II 

FUNCTIONS TO BE PERFORMED 

A. RESPONSIBILITIES OF SSA 

1. SSA agrees to provide the Employer wi th available information that allows the Employer to 
confirm the accuracy of Social Security Numbers provided by all employees verified under this 
MOU and the employment authorization of U.S. citizens. 

2. SSA agrees to provide to the Employer appropriate assistance with operational problems that 
may arise during the Employer's participation in the E-Verify program. SSA agrees to provide 
the Employer with names, titles, addresses, and telephone numbers of SSA representatives to 
be contacted during the E-Verify process. 

3. SSA agrees to safeguard the information provided by the Employer through the E-Verify 
program procedures, and to limit access to such information, as is appropriate by law, to 
individuals responsible for the veri fication of Social Security Numbers and for evaluation of the 
E-Verify program or such other persons or entities who may be authorized by SSA as governed 
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by the Privacy Act (5 U.s.C. § 552a) , the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1306(a)), and SSA 
regu lations (20 CFR Part 401). 

4. SSA agrees to provide a means of automated verification that is designed (in conjunction with 
DHS's automated system if necessary) to provide confirmation or tentative nonconfirmation of 
U.S. citizens' employment eligibil ity within 3 Federal Government work days of the initial inquiry. 

5. SSA agrees to provide a means of secondary ve rification (including updating SSA records as 
may be necessary) for employees who contest SSA tentative nonconfirmations that is designed 
to provide final confirmation or nonconfirmation of U.S. citizens' employment eligibility and 
accuracy of SSA records for both citizens and non-citizens within 10 Federal Government work 
days of the date of referra l to SSA, unless SSA determines that more than 10 days may be 
necessary. In such cases , SSA wil l provide additional verification instructions.

All proposals must ( I ) be submitted by a 
duly authorized representative of the contractor's organizati on, (2) contain all information required by the RFP, and (3) be pliced as required. Deli vered 
proposals must be sea led in an envelope or containcr, and received in the Offi ce of Statc COutts Administrator no later than the exact opening time and date 
spec ifi ed in the RFP. 

b. The sealed envelope or container containing a proposal should be clearly marked on the outside with ( I) the officia l RFP number and (2) the offi cia l opening 
date and time. Different proposals should not be placed in the same envelope, a lthough copi es of the same proposa l may be placed in the same envelope. 

c. A proposal which has been delivered to the Office of Statc COutts Administra tor may be mod ified by signed, written notice which has been received by the 
Contracts Coordinator prior to the official opening date and timc spec ifi ed.

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16. CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT 

a. In the event o f matel; al breach o f the contractual obli gations by the contractor, the Office of State COUlts Administrator may cancel the cont ract. At its 50le 
di scretion, the Office o f State COUl1 S Admin istrator may give the contractor an opp0l1unity to cure the breach or to explain how the breach will be cured . The 
actual cure must be completed within no more than 10 working days from notification, or at a minimum the contractor must prov ide the Office o f State COUltS 
Administrator within 10 working days from notifi cation a written plan detailing how th e contractor intends to cure the breach. 

b. If the contractor fails to cure the breach or if circulllstances demand immedi ate acti on, the O ffice o f State Courts Administrator will issue a noti ce of 
cancellati on tellninating the contract immed iately. 

c. U' the Office Of State COUllS Administrator ca ncels the contract fo r breach, the Office of State COUlls Administrator reselves the li ght to obtain the eq uipment, 
supp li es, and/or serv ices to be provid ed pursuant 10 the contract li·om olher sources and upon such tenns and in such manner as the Office of State Coul1S 
Ad ministrator deems appropriate and charge the contractor fo r any additional costs inCUITed thereby. 

d. The contractor understands and agrees thaI fu nds required to fund the contract must be appropl; ated by the General Assembly of the state of MissoUli for each 
fi scal year inc luded within the contract period. The contract shall not be binding upon the State for any peliod in whic h funds have not been appropriated , and 
the State shall not be liable for any costs assoc iated with tenuinat ion caused by lack o f appropriations. 

17. COMMUNICATIONS AND NOTICES 

Any notice to the contractor shall be deemed sufficient when depos ited in the United States mail postage prepaid, transmined by facs imile, transmitted bye-mail 
or hand-canied and presented to an authorized employee orthe contractor. 

18. BANKRUPTCY OR INSOLVENCY 

a. Upon filing for any banknlptcy or insolvency proceeding by or against the contractor, whether voluntalY or in voluntmy, or upon the appo intment o f a receiver, 
t1l1stee, or ass ignee fo r the bcncfit of creditors, the contractor must notify thc Office of State COUl1S Administrator immediat ely. 

b. Upon leaming o f any such actions, lhe Office of State Cotlns Admini strator reserves the li ght, at its sole discreti on, to either ca ncel the contract or affinu th e 
contract and hold the contractor responsible fo r damages. 

19. INVENTIONS, PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS 

The contractor shall defend, protect, and ho ld han n less the State o f Mi ssoUli , its officers, agents, and employees aga inst all suits of law or in equity resulting from 
patent and copyri ght infringement conceming the co ntractor's perfolllmnce or products produced under the tenns oflhe contract.
