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Brandon Fee ("Movant") appeals from the judgment denying his Rule 24.035
motion for post-conviction relief. Movant contends the motion court erred in denying his
Rule 24.035 motion because there was not a factual basis to support his guilty plea for
first-degree arson.

AFFIRMED.

Division Three holds: There was a factual basis for Movant's guilty plea for first-
degree arson under Section 569.040.1(2), RSMo Cum. Supp. 2007, where Movant's
actions demonstrated that he acted purposely by attempting to produce methamphetamine
which resulted in a fire and Movant agreed at the plea hearing that he "was aware of the
manufacture, assisted in the manufacture, and assisted in the purchase of necessary
ingredients for the manufacture™ of methamphetamine.
