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OPINION SUMMARY

Donald Bryant, Jr. (Appellant) appeals from the trial court’s Order and Judgment
dismissing his Amended Petition against Smith Interior Design Group, Inc. and William Kopp
(collectively, Respondents) for lack of personal jurisdiction.

AFFIRMED.

The Court Holds: The trial court’s finding that Missouri lacked personal jurisdiction over
Respondents was proper. Appellant’s Amended Petition was insufficient, as a matter of law, to
make a prima facie showing of the requisite minimum contacts to satisfy the constitutional
requirements of due process. For Missouri to assume jurisdiction in this case would violate due
process and offend traditional notions of fair play and substantial justice. Further, the trial court
did not abuse its discretion in refusing Appellant an opportunity for discovery as Appellant failed
to allege facts in his Amended Petition to support a finding of personal jurisdiction over
Respondents.
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
