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Avery Hutcheson (“Hutcheson”) appeals from the trial court’s dismissal of his 

case for failure to prosecute.  Hutcheson contends the trial court erred: (1) in dismissing 
his Missouri Human Rights Act claims without prejudice and without notice and 
opportunity to be heard, and (2) in denying his unopposed motion to vacate the dismissal 
for failure to prosecute without a hearing.   

 
REVERSED AND REMANDED. 
 
Division Four holds:  The trial court abused its discretion in dismissing 

Hutcheson’s Missouri Human Rights Act claims.
