Daren Wilbers appeals his felony convictions for possession of marijuana
with intent to distribute and possession of methamphetamine. He contends the
convictions should be reversed because there was no probable cause for the
issuance of the search warrant that resulted in drug seizures and the filing of the
criminal charges against him.

AFFIRMED.

Division Four holds: The affidavit supporting the warrant application was
insufficient because it failed to specify when an informant saw methamphetamine
in the defendant’s home. Thus, circuit court erred in determining that there was
probable cause to issue the search warrant. Nonetheless, the good faith exception
to the exclusionary rule is applicable here because it was not entirely unreasonable
for the executing officers to rely on the search warrant. Accordingly, the seized
drug evidence was admissible and the convictions are affirmed.
