Jimmy Joe Crews appeals the circuit court’s judgment finding him guilty of second-degree 

domestic assault.  Crews contends that the court erred when: (1) it found that his wife was 

unavailable to testify because the State failed to show due diligence in producing her presence at 

trial and she was not properly subpoenaed; and (2) it allowed, over his objection, the testimonial 

hearsay of his wife’s Medicaid case manager because the statements fall within no recognized 

hearsay exception and he was denied the right to cross-examine his wife regarding her purported 

statements.   

 

REVERSE AND REMAND. 

 

Division One holds: 

 

 The circuit court erred in allowing into evidence, over Crews’s objection, alleged 

statements made by his wife to her Medicaid case manager.  The statements constituted 

inadmissible, prejudicial hearsay.
